. Students are put into groups of four.  After watching the intro video which sets up the Science misconception facing the town, they discuss and answer the questions on first set of worksheets.  After answering the questions within individual groups the class comes back together to discuss all answers.  Science Court has a “student picker” which the kids love.  It randomly chooses students and makes a cool sound.  This is done for 3 parts of the trial and then of course the verdict.





How can I use Science Court?


You can use Science Court as an intro to a new unit in Science.  After going through the “trial” students have learned vocab and concepts necessary for new Unit.





SC can also be used during the ongoing learning in a Unit to supplement other materials.





Science Court is often a good assessment tool.  Teacher’s are able to challenge students with higher level thinking questions to assess knowledge gained of previous Unit.
